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On Thinking of Preschool Education Curriculum Policies of China at
Present: the Enlightenment of Curriculum Policy System in Scotland

Abstract: Curriculum policy is a key factor in improving the quality of early childhood education. Scotland’s pre — school
education curriculum policy is a system consisting of three parts, including a holistic 3—18 year old uniform curriculum guide,
and a 0—3 year old family—oriented and adult—oriented education, as well as guidelines for younger children’s learning which
are active learning.
