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Abstract: In recent years, the research on the combination of children’s social and cultural scenarios in the field of children’s
psychological development has been increasing. Vygotsky, a former Soviet psychologist, made an important fundamental
contribution to this study, and the Social and Cultural History Theory which he represented emphasized the role of social
culture, revealed the law of the development of the advanced psychological function of human beings, and the theory also
focused on promoting the role of the environment cognitive development. He believes that it is important to understand children
development in historical and cultural context where they grew up. At present, the research on Vygorsky’s theory in China
mostly focused on its elaboration, reference and comparison of its educational psychology, while there are quite few studies on
understanding and interpretation of children’s cultural philosophy. From the perspective of Vygotsky’s theory of social culture

and history, this paper attempts to explain the culture of children and its enlightenment of modern education.
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
