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Abstract: Child neglect directly affects children’s cognition, social emotion and behavior, which is closely related
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to the personnel training in our country. Through the review of 513 Chinese literature on child neglect, the
concept, current situation, influencing factors, consequences and preventive measures of child neglect are
summarized. It is found that there are a few researches on countermeasures against child neglect and there are
insufficient researches on child neglect with children ranging from 0-6-year—old, which have the highest neglect

rate. This review can promote the popularization of knowledge related to child neglect and lay a foundation for

future research on child neglect.
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
