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The Image of Male Teachers in Children’s Eyes
—Based on the Analysis of Children’s Paintings

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Abstract: In this study, we used paintings’ analysis and interviews of 31 5 to 6—year—old children. According to the theme, shape, col-
or and composition of paintings, we can see the male teachers’ external image, job responsibilities, the relationship between teachers
and children, and educational behavior. Male teachers are usually friendly and serious, dress appropriately and have many skills and
enough energy. They play multiple roles in the kindergarten and have close relationship with children, but they also have some inappro-
priate behaviors. The factors that affect the image of male teachers in children’s eyes include children’s stereotype, types and ways of
activities, teacher—child relationship, and the relationship between family and teachers. Finally, we provided some strategies for male

teachers to improve their image.
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
