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The Identity Construction of Kindergarten Teachers from the Perspective of
Pierre Bourdieu’s “Field—Habitus”

Abstract: The identity of a teacher affects teachers’ self—expectations and professional development, and it affects teachers’ attitudes
towards education reform and even the improvement of education quality. Kindergarten teachers are in the kindergarten field, and their
teaching methods are very different from other teachers, so the construction of their identity is more unique. Based on Pierre Bourdieu’
s “field—habitus” theory of social practice, this article analyzes the kindergarten field and the habitus and capital of kindergarten
teachers, and summarizes the factors that affect the construction of kindergarten teachers’ identity. Among them, kindergarten field is
the situational basis for constructing the identity of kindergarten teacher, the habitus of the kindergarten teacher provides direction
guidance, and cultural capital is the source of power. Therefore, the construction of kindergarten teachers’ identity can be promoted
by constructing a positive field, cultivating dynamic habituation, and cashing out equivalent capital.
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
